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But we speak the wisdom of God in a mystery, the hidden wisdom which God ordained before the ages for our
glory, which none of the rulers of this age knew; for had they known, they would not have crucified the Lord of
glory. But as it is written: “Eye has not seen, nor ear heard, nor have entered into the heart of man the things
which God has prepared for those who love Him.” But God has revealed them to us through His Spirit. For the
Spirit searches all things, yes, the deep things of God. For what man knows the things of a man except the spirit of
the man which is in him? Even so no one knows the things of God except the Spirit of God. Now we have received,
not the spirit of the world, but the Spirit who is from God, that we might know the things that have been freely
given to us by God. These things we also speak, not in words which man’s wisdom teaches but which the Holy
Spirit teaches, comparing spiritual things with spiritual. But the natural man does not receive the things of the
Spirit of God, for they are foolishness to him; nor can he know them, because they are spiritually discerned. But he
who is spiritual judges all things, yet he himself is rightly judged by no one. For “who has known the mind of the
LORD that he may instruct Him?” But we have the mind of Christ. 1 Corinthians 2:7-16

Trust in the LORD, and do good; dwell in the land, and feed on His faithfulness. Delight yourself also in the LORD,
and He shall give you the desires of your heart. Commit your way to the LORD, trust also in Him, and He shall bring
it to pass. The steps of a good man are ordered by the LORD, and He delights in his way. Though he fall, he shall not
be utterly cast down; for the LORD upholds him with His hand. The mouth of the righteous speaks wisdom, and his
tongue talks of justice. The law of his God is in his heart; none of his steps shall slide. Wait on the LoRD, and keep
His way, and He shall exalt you to inherit the land. Mark the blameless man, and observe the upright; for the
future of that man is peace. But the salvation of the righteous is from the LORD; He is their strength in the time of
trouble. And the LORD shall help them and deliver them; He shall deliver them from the wicked, and save them,
because they trust in Him. Psalm 37: 3-5, 23-24, 30-31, 34, 37, 39-40

Do you not know that those who run in a race all run, but one receives the prize? Run in such a way that you may
obtain it. And everyone who competes for the prize is temperate in all things. Now they do it to obtain a perishable
crown, but we for an imperishable crown. Therefore | run thus: not with uncertainty. Thus | fight: not as one who
beats the air. But | discipline my body and bring it into subjection, lest, when | have preached to others, | myself
should become disqualified. 1 Corinthians 9:24-27

Therefore we do not lose heart. Even though our outward man is perishing, yet the inward man is being renewed
day by day. For our light affliction, which is but for a moment, is working for us a far more exceeding and eternal
weight of glory, while we do not look at the things which are seen, but at the things which are not seen. For the
things which are seen are temporary, but the things which are not seen are eternal. 2 Corinthians 4:16-18

That He would grant you, according to the riches of His glory, to be strengthened with might through His Spirit in
the inner man, that Christ may dwell in your hearts through faith; that you, being rooted and grounded in love, may
be able to comprehend with all the saints what is the width and length and depth and height - to know the love of
Christ which passes knowledge; that you may be filled with all the fullness of God. Now to Him who is able to do
exceedingly abundantly above all that we ask or think, according to the power that works in us, to Him be glory in
the church by Christ Jesus to all generations, forever and ever. Ephesians 3:16-21

For it is God who works in you both to will and to do for His good pleasure. Do all things without complaining and
disputing, that you may become blameless and harmless, children of God without fault in the midst of a crooked
and perverse generation, among whom you shine as lights in the world, holding fast the word of life, so that | may
rejoice in the day of Christ that | have not run in vain or labored in vain. Philipians 2:13-16

But in a great house there are not only vessels of gold and silver, but also of wood and clay, some for honor and
some for dishonor. Therefore if anyone cleanses himself from the latter, he will be a vessel for honor, sanctified
and useful for the Master, prepared for every good work. Flee also youthful lusts; but pursue righteousness, faith,
love, peace with those who call on the Lord out of a pure heart. 2 Timothy 2:20-22

But someone will say, “You have faith, and | have works.” Show me your faith without your works, and | will show
you my faith by my works. You believe that there is one God. You do well. Even the demons believe—and tremble!
But do you want to know, O foolish man, that faith without works is dead? Was not Abraham our father justified by
works when he offered Isaac his son on the altar? Do you see that faith was working together with his works, and
by works faith was made perfect? And the Scripture was fulfilled which says, “Abraham believed God, and it was
accounted to him for righteousness.” And he was called the friend of God. You see then that a man is justified by
works, and not by faith only. James 2:18-24

Finally, all of you be of one mind, having compassion for one another; love as brothers, be tenderhearted, be
courteous; not returning evil for evil or reviling for reviling, but on the contrary blessing, knowing that you were
called to this, that you may inherit a blessing. For He who would love life and see good days, let him refrain his
tongue from evil, and his lips from speaking deceit. Let him turn away from evil and do good; let him seek peace
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and pursue it. For the eyes of the LORD are on the righteous, and His ears are open to their prayers; but the face of
the LORD is against those who do evil.” 1 Peter 3:8-12

There is therefore now no condemnation to those who are in Christ Jesus, who do not walk according to the flesh,
but according to the Spirit. For the law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus has made me free from the law of sin and
death. For what the law could not do in that it was weak through the flesh, God did by sending His own Son in the
likeness of sinful flesh, on account of sin: He condemned sin in the flesh, that the righteous requirement of the law
might be fulfilled in us who do not walk according to the flesh but according to the Spirit. For those who live
according to the flesh set their minds on the things of the flesh, but those who live according to the Spirit, the
things of the Spirit. For to be carnally minded is death, but to be spiritually minded is life and peace. Because the
carnal mind is enmity against God; for it is not subject to the law of God, nor indeed can be. So then, those who are
in the flesh cannot please God. But you are not in the flesh but in the Spirit, if indeed the Spirit of God dwells in
you. Now if anyone does not have the Spirit of Christ, he is not His. And if Christ is in you, the body is dead because
of sin, but the Spirit is life because of righteousness. But if the Spirit of Him who raised Jesus from the dead dwells
in you, He who raised Christ from the dead will also give life to your mortal bodies through His Spirit who dwells in
you. Romans 8:1-11

Therefore, brethren, we are debtors—not to the flesh, to live according to the flesh. For if you live according to the
flesh you will die; but if by the Spirit you put to death the deeds of the body, you will live. For as many as are led by
the Spirit of God, these are sons of God. For you did not receive the spirit of bondage again to fear, but you
received the Spirit of adoption by whom we cry out, “Abba, Father.” Romans 8: 12-15 (have 16 & 17)

Later He appeared to the eleven as they sat at the table; and He rebuked their unbelief and hardness of heart,
because they did not believe those who had seen Him after He had risen. And He said to them, “Go into all the
world and preach the gospel to every creature. He who believes and is baptized will be saved; but he who does not
believe will be condemned. And these signs will follow those who believe: In My name they will cast out demons;
they will speak with new tongues; they will take up serpents; and if they drink anything deadly, it will by no means
hurt them; they will lay hands on the sick, and they will recover.” So then, after the Lord had spoken to them, He
was received up into heaven, and sat down at the right hand of God. And they went out and preached everywhere,
the Lord working with them and confirming the word through the accompanying signs. Mark 16:14-20

On the same day, when evening had come, He said to them, “Let us cross over to the other side.” Now when they
had left the multitude, they took Him along in the boat as He was. And other little boats were also with Him. And a
great windstorm arose, and the waves beat into the boat, so that it was already filling. But He was in the stern,
asleep on a pillow. And they awoke Him and said to Him, “Teacher, do You not care that we are perishing?” Then
He arose and rebuked the wind, and said to the sea, “Peace, be still!” And the wind ceased and there was a great
calm. But He said to them, “Why are you so fearful? How is it that you have no faith?” And they feared exceedingly,
and said to one another, “Who can this be, that even the wind and the sea obey Him!” Mark 4:35-41

Now in the fourth watch of the night Jesus went to them, walking on the sea. And when the disciples saw Him
walking on the sea, they were troubled, saying, “It is a ghost!” And they cried out for fear. But immediately Jesus
spoke to them, saying, “Be of good cheer! It is |; do not be afraid.” And Peter answered Him and said, “Lord, if it is
You, command me to come to You on the water.” So He said, “Come.” And when Peter had come down out of the
boat, he walked on the water to go to Jesus. But when he saw that the wind was boisterous, he was afraid; and
beginning to sink he cried out, saying, “Lord, save me!” And immediately Jesus stretched out His hand and caught
him, and said to him, “O you of little faith, why did you doubt?” And when they got into the boat, the wind ceased.
Then those who were in the boat came and worshiped Him, saying, “Truly You are the Son of God.”

Mathew 14:25-33
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Therefore be imitators of God as dear children. And walk in love, as Christ also has loved us and given Himself for
us, an offering and a sacrifice to God for a sweet-smelling aroma. But fornication and all uncleanness or
covetousness, let it not even be named among you, as is fitting for saints; neither filthiness, nor foolish talking, nor
coarse jesting, which are not fitting, but rather giving of thanks.

Seeing then that we have a great High Priest who has passed through the heavens, Jesus the Son of God,
let us hold fast our confession. For we do not have a High Priest who cannot sympathize with our weaknesses, but
was in all points tempted as we are, yet without sin. Let us therefore come boldly to the throne of grace, that we
may obtain mercy and find grace to help in time of need. Hebrews 4:11-16
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In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. He was with God in the
beginning. Through him all things were made; without him nothing was made that has been made. In him was life,
and that life was the light of all mankind. The light shines in the darkness, and the darkness has not overcome it.
There was a man sent from God whose name was John. He came as a witness to testify concerning that light, so
that through him all might believe. He himself was not the light; he came only as a witness to the light. The true
light that gives light to everyone was coming into the world. He was in the world, and though the world was made
through him, the world did not recognize him. He came to that which was his own, but his own did not receive him.
Yet to all who did receive him, to those who believed in his name, he gave the right to become children of God—
children born not of natural descent, nor of human decision or a husband’s will, but born of God. The Word
became flesh and made his dwelling among us. We have seen his glory, the glory of the one and only Son, who
came from the Father, full of grace and truth. John 1:1-14

If you indeed obey His voice and do all that | speak, then | will be an enemy to your enemies and an adversary to
your adversaries. For My Angel will go before you and bring you in to the Amorites and the Hittites and the
Perizzites and the Canaanites and the Hivites and the Jebusites; and | will cut them off. You shall not bow down to
their gods, nor serve them, nor do according to their works; but you shall utterly overthrow them and completely
break down their sacred pillars.

Therefore
He says: “God resists the proud, but gives grace to the humble.” James 4:2-6

But what does it say? “The word is near you, in your mouth and in your heart” (that is, the word of faith which we
preach): that if you confess with your mouth the Lord Jesus and believe in your heart that God has raised Him from
the dead, you will be saved. For with the heart one believes unto righteousness, and with the mouth confession is
made unto salvation. For the Scripture says, “Whoever believes on Him will not be put to shame.” For there is no
distinction between Jew and Greek, for the same Lord over all is rich to all who call upon Him. For “whoever calls
on the name of the LORD shall be saved.” Romans 10:8-13

THE TEN COMMANDMENTS

And God spoke all these words, saying: “l am the Lord your God, who brought you out of the land of Egypt, out of
the house of bondage. You shall have no other gods before Me. You shall not make for yourself a carved image—
any likeness of anything that is in heaven above, or that is in the earth beneath, or that is in the water under the
earth; you shall not bow down to them nor serve them.

Honor your father and your mother, that your days may be long upon the land which the Lord your
God is giving you. You shall not murder. You shall not commit adultery. You shall not steal. You shall not bear
false witness against your neighbor. You shall not covet your neighbor’s house; you shall not covet your neighbor’s
wife, nor his male servant, nor his female servant, nor his ox, nor his donkey, nor anything that is your neighbor’s.”
